The analysis of foreign economic activities of Yaroslavl enterprises reveals certain tendencies: 

1) export operations activities growth by 18.24% compared to 2005. The figures for 2005, though, were at the lowest since 2001; 

2) import operations activities decrease by 7.82% compared to 2005; 
3) increase of export coverage ratio, which reflects the export tendencies in the foreign trade of Yaroslavl enterprises: thus, in 2006 there was the increase by 61.41% compared to 2005;

4) increase of entities engaged in foreign economic activities by 5.90% compared to 2005. This concerns mostly small and medium scale business enterprises.
2. GEOGRAPHICAL STRUCTURE OF FOREIGN TRADE OF YAROSLAVL ENTERPRISES IN 2006 

2.1. GENERAL SHOWINGS OF FOREIGN TRADE

The data above shows the export operations prevalence in the foreign economic activities of Yaroslavl companies, with main partners being from abroad rather than the CIS.

Export prevails in the foreign economic operations with both CIS countries (with export and import share being 90.42% and 9.58% accordingly) and other foreign countries (with export and import share being 56.69% and 43.31% accordingly).
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Figure 2 – Foreign economic operations ratio 

In 2006 Yaroslavl companies conducted trade with 90 countries (compared to 82 in 2005 and 83  in 2004), which proves that foreign trade ties of Yaroslavl companies are growing.

In 2006 products were exported into 70 countries (compared to 72 countries in 2005 and 69 in 2004), imported from 65 countries (with 57 in 2005 and 63 in 2004). Therefore, the geography of foreign trade ties is growing mainly due to looking for new import partners.

The data above shows that more than 50% of foreign trade of Yaroslavl companies is done with European countries (56.55%), among which the leaders are countries of Eastern and Western Europe. The share of Southern and Northern Europe is small.

The second position is held by partners from the CIS countries. Foreign trade of Yaroslavl companies with partners from other regions is not well developed.

The least developed is foreign trade with Australia and Oceania countries, which can be explained by large distances and subsequent high costs.

In 2006 trade relations were set with the following countries: Aomyn (Macao) (import), Bangladesh (import), Venezuela (export), Gibraltar (export), Cambodia (import), Palau (export). The share of these countries in foreign trade turnover, though, is insignificant: Aomyn – less than 0.01% of import, Bangladesh – less than 0.01% of import, Venezuela – less than 0.01% of export, Cambodia – less than 0.01% of import, Palau – 0.05% of export. The only exception is Gibraltar, whose share in export is 1.45%.

At the same time, in 2006 trading relations stopped with Egypt, Kenya, North Korea, Luxembourg and Paraguay, with whom Yaroslavl companies had contacts in  2004-2005.

Trading operations with the above mentioned countries make 83.50% of the total foreign trade turnover.

The list of leader countries among foreign trade partners of Yaroslavl companies has changed only a little since 2005. The first five positions are held by the same countries. Compared to 2005, the following countries have changed their position: Finland (7th  position, 2.78% of the total 2005 turnover), India (6th position, 4.04% of the turnover), Italy (8th position, 2.70% of the turnover), Chekh Republic (10th position, 2.22% of the turnover), Yugoslavia (16th position, 1.41% of the turnover), Greece (22nd position, 1.22% of the turnover).

New countries entered the list of leaders of foreign trade contacts with Yaroslavl companies - Sri Lanka (48th position in 2005 with 0.16% of the turnover), China (21st position with 1.30% of the turnover), Gibraltar (no trade in 2005).

In 2006, like before, the CIS countries held leading positions among those to which Yaroslavl companies export their products, with export grown by 14.39% in 2006 compared to 2005. At the same time, the share of CIS countries in the total export structure of Yaroslavl companies dropped by 2.04%.

The second position, according to export figures, is held by Eastern European countries with the growth of 28.74% in 2006 compared to 2005. This is mainly due to the increase of export to such countries as Poland (by 62.65 %) and Hungary (by 42.31 %).

At the same time, the total export figures (and, accordingly, share of export) to Western European countries has decreased slightly. The largest drop concerns export to the Netherlands (by 36.40%). Still, this tendency does not concern all European countries, for export into Belgium has grown about 3.5 times, and export to Italy and Finland about  1.5 times. The total export to the countries of Southern and Northern Europe has been growing, too (about 1.5 times compared to 2005).

The data above may lead to the conclusion on strengthening trade contacts between Yaroslavl companies and contractors from Europe (the total share in export with them was 50.63% in 2006 compared to 46.54% in 2005). At the same time, the scale of export operations to other regions (especially South-East Asia) has been decreasing.

Traditionally, the leading role in export operations belongs to Ukraine, Poland, Kazakhstan and Hungary. Their importance and share in export operations changed in 2005, though. Ukraine used to hold the first position  (with 25.90% of export), Poland – the third (10.83%), Kazakhstan – the second (11.34%), Hungary – the fourth (9.20%), Germany – the fifth (4.25%), Italy – the eleventh (2.23%), Finland – the seventh (2.60%).

In 2006 the list of 10 leading importing countries did not include the Netherlands (holding the 6th position in 2005 with 3.40% of export, the 11th  position in 2006 with 1.77% of export), Turkmenistan (the 8th position in  2005 with 2.59%, the 16th position in 2006 with 1.13% of export), India (the 9th position in 2005 with 2.48% of export, the 16th position in 2006 with 1.13% of export) and Uzbekistan (the 10th position in 2005 with 2.31%, the 19th position in 2006 with 1.04% of export).

The biggest share of import to Yaroslavl companies traditionally comes from European countries (71.68% of all import), especially Western Europe. In 2006 there was a sharp rise of import from Western European countries (by 38.69% compared to 2005). It was very much due to the growth of import from Germany, which had grown 1.6 times from 2005. Import from France grew 2.16 times, from the Irish Republic 3.59 times, from the UK by 35.10%.

The second most important group is the CIS countries. In 2006 import from these decreased, though. The most dramatic drop in import scale was from Moldova (14.69 times), Armenia (11.74 times), Uzbekistan (2.66 times). The only exception was Ukraine, import from which grew by 21.20%.

Import from all other regions of the world, except Western Europe, decreased in 2006. The largest decrease was from South-East Asia ( 3.00 times compared to 2005) and Central Asia(2.30 times).

On the whole, trade relations are practically not developed at all with the countries of Australia and Oceania, as well as Central America: the only import was from Puerto Rico at only a small scale.

The leading position in import traditionally belongs to Germany (1st position in 2005 among partner countries with 23.34% of import). Among other big partners are Ukraine (3rd position in 2005 with 5.45%), India (2nd in 2005 with 7.05%), Italy (8th in 2005 with 3.61%), Brazil (5th in 2005 with 3.99%).

In 2006 the list of import leaders changed. Thus, Japan was not included in the list of 2006 (being 4th in 2005 with 4.00 % of import, and only 34th in 2006 with 0.18%), as well as Indonesia (6th in 2005 with 3.95%of import, 14th in 2006 with 1.56%), as well as Slovakia (7th in 2005 with 3.86% of import, 63rd in 2006 with less than 0.01%) and Poland (10th in 2005 with 3.33% of import, 15th in 2006 with 1.44%).

Some new countries entered the list of 10 leaders in 2006: Chekh Republic (13th in 2005 with 2.93%), Finland (12th in 2005 with 3.11%), China (16th in 2005 with 2.51%), France (22nd in 2005 with 1.13%).

3. COMMODITY COMPOSITION OF FOREIGN  TRADE OF YAROSLAVL COMPANIES 

3.1. COMMODITY COMPOSITION OF EXPORT

In 2006 Yaroslavl companies exported goods of 58 groups (out of 99) according to the Russian Federal Foreign Trade Commodities List. 

The main share of export belonged to the production of chemical, petrochemical and engineering industries. The most exported were products of inorganic chemistry (inorganic or organic compounds of precious metals, rare earth metals, radioactive elements or isotopes) – 33.36% of export. Export of these products has been growing from year to year: in 2005 by 18.09% compared to 2004, in 2006 by 26.74% compared to 2005.

The second largest group of exported products was "boilers, equipment and mechanical devices and their parts" (group 84), which comprised 33.90%.Export of this group has also been growing: in 2005 by 22.78% compared to 2004, in 2006 by 16.81% compared to 2005.

The export share of other groups of products was insignificant.

2006 saw the growth of export share of such groups of goods as furniture, accessories and lighting fixtures (by 31.45% compared to 2005), rubber and resin, goods made of them (by 30.76%), chemical industry production (by 26.86%), wood and its products (by 19.26%), engineering products (by 13.85%), ferrous and non-ferrous metals and goods made of them (by 10.25%) and some others. The biggest growth was in the export of paper, carton and goods made of them (2.98 times) and polymers and plastics (2.79 times).

In 2006 export of such groups of goods as clothes and footwear decreased (compared to 2005) by 45.68%, food products and raw stuff for their production by 27.84%, stone, plaster cast, asbestos, cement, ceramic and glass goods by 24.58%, oil refinery products by 3.71%. The biggest drop in export concerned textile goods and raw material for their production - 2.72 times and Group 96 (various goods) - 1.71 times.

In 2006 there appeared some new kinds of exported goods: fish, crustacea, mollusca and other  invertebrates (group 03), dairy products, eggs, natural honey, animal food products (group 04), pharmaceuticals (group 30), tin and tin products (group 80) and non-precious metals (except ferrous metals, copper, nickel, aluminium, zinc and tin) and ceramic metals (group 81). Still, the scale of export of the above mentioned goods was rather insignificant (USD 126.91 thousand, which makes 0.05% of the total export from Yaroslavl companies in 2006).

3.2. COMMODITY COMPOSITION OF IMPORT

In 2006 Yaroslavl companies imported goods of 62 (out of 99) groups according to the Russian Federal Foreign Trade Commodities List. 

The main share of import belongs to engineering production, most of it being goods of group 84 (boilers, equipment and mechanical devices and their parts). The share of this group of goods in the total import volume is 42.93%. The import of this group of goods grew by 5.42% compared to 2005.

The second largest and most important article of import is tobacco and its substitutes (19.39% of import). In 2006, though, the import of this group of goods dropped by  45.21% compared to 2005.

The above data shows the decline of import as a whole and of some groups of goods in particular. This tendency is more evident with industrial production. Thus, there was a sharp decline in the import of such groups of goods as wood and wooden goods (191.85 times compared to 2005), raw skins (hide), leather and fur goods 

(33.87 times). Import of rubber, resin and goods made of them dropped by 55.88% as compared to 2005, import of tobacco and its industrial substitutes dropped by 45.21%, import of ferrous and non-ferrous metals and goods made of them dropped by 26.31%, import of industrial textile goods and raw materials dropped by 18.99%, import of chemical industry production dropped by 11.87%.

There was a certain decrease in import of some consumer goods: clothes and footwear (2.17 times), furniture, accessories and lighting fixtures (by 4.85%), various goods (1.57 times), food products and raw materials (by 2,66%).

At the same time, there was an increase in import of goods of groups 25-26 "Salt, sulphur, earth and stone, limestone, ores, ashes etc." (by 35.54% compared to 2005.), engineering industry production (by 1.73%), paper, carton, goods made of them and printed production (by 0.76%). The most considerable growth concerned import of oil refinery products (43.22).

In 2006 import of the following groups of goods stopped: dairy products, eggs, honey, animal food products (group 04), plants, bulbs, roots, cut flowers and ornamental greenery (group 06), raw skins (hide) and leather (group 41),wood, wooden goods and charcoal (group 44). The import of goods of groups 06 and 44 was quite small, whereas in 2005 the import share of group 04 was 0.62% and 0.75% of group 41. 

In 2006 import of certain goods not imported in 2004-2005 began. That is live animals (group 01), ores, ashes and cinder (group 26), footwear,  leggings and similar goods (group 64), hats (groups 65), precious and non-precious stones and metals and goods made of them (group 71), ships, boats and other vessels (group 89). Only the first group of the above mentioned has a considerable share in import, share of the rest is quite small (the combined share is only 0.03%).
